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lecnnological activities in any area.

Exposure to ionising radiation causes absorption of energy when it
passes through biological tissues and results in two type of effects namely
Deterministic and Stochastic effects. Deterministic effects ( sterility,
Cataract etc ) occur at high doses and a threshold exists. For prolonged
exposures the threshold is above 100 mSy per annum. The main
stochastic effect is induction of cancer and the risk coefficients per unit of
radiation exposure is very small. The International Commission on
Radiological Protection (ICRP ) has provided standards for protection of
man without unduly limiting beneficial uses of radiation. The
recommendations of ICRP are adopted by Regulatory bodies all over the
world including Atomic Energy Regulatory Board (AERB).
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
